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TP v Squehya Cowl

Thic ie Knif with...

Yarn: 1 x Mirasol Ushya

98% Merino Wool
2% Polyamide

105m per 100g hank
Needles: 12.75mm Needles

Tension: 10 sts = 4 inches / 10cm
in pattern stitch

Finished 10.5 x 28 inches
Size: 27 x72cm

INCTRUCTIONG:

Notes:  There is no need to work specific buttonholes in this cowl as the stitch pattern is open
enough for the buttons to push though wherever you wish.

Cast on 26 stitches.
Row 1: Knit to end

Row 2: *P2tog, leave sts on needle, bring yarn between the needles to the back of
work and knit same 2 sts tog, rep from*

Row 3: Knit to end

Row 4: P1, *P2tog, leave sts on needle, bring
yarn between the needles to the back of
work and knit same 2 sts tog, rep from*, P1

Repeat rows 1 — 4 until enough yarn remains to
cast off on a knit row.

Cast off all stitches firmly.

Soak the cowl in warm water for 20 mins and then pin out to a rectangle roughly 10.5
x 28 inches in size. When the cowl is dry weave in yarn tails and sew three buttons on
to one short edge.
Wear and be snug!
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
